     SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1. Rules
The event will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012 (RRS)
2. Entries
Eligible boats may be entered by completing registration with LYC.
2.1 Eligibility requirement for boats is current membership of the British Soling Association and with the current ISA boat sticker diplayed.
2.2 Insurance: Each boat sailing should have Third Party Insurance for £2,000 000
2.3 Personal buoyancy must be worn at all times.
3. Notice to Competitors
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official noticeboard located in the clubhouse.
4. Changes in Sailing Instructions
4.1Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted a minimum of one hour before it will take effect.
4.2 There will be a briefing at 1000 on Saturday at the clubhouse.
5. Signals made ashore
5.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed at the clubhouse
6.Schedule of Races
6.1 Saturday 17th Race 1   1100  Race 2 will follow as soon as possible after Race 1
Race 3 will start about one hour after Race 2. The time of start will be   displayed at the Committee Boat and ashore. Race 4 will start as soon as possible after Race 3.
  Sunday 18th   Race 5   1000  Races 6and 7 will follow as soon as possible after Race 5
 The Race Officer will complete racing in order to meet the target finishing time of  approximately 1400.
7. Class Flag  
    The Class Flag will be the blue Omega symbol on a white background.
8. Racing Area
    The racing area will be on Loch Linnhe in the vicinity of LYC
9. The Course
The courses will be at the discretion of the Race Officer and will be posted at the briefing. If wind conditions permit, a course length of over one mile should be expected.
10. Marks
      Marks will be coloured drums, inflated orange pillars  or yellow spheres.
11. The Start
11.1 Races will be started using Rule 26. Times will be taken from the visual signals.
11.2 The starting line will be between the Committee Boat main mast and a yellow buoy. There may be an inner limit mark. If entry numbers and wind direction permits the Club line may be used.
12. The Finish
12.1 The finishing line will be between the Committee Boat main mast and the yellow      buoy.
12.2 If the course is shortened at the finish gate, the normal Finish Line will be used. If the course is shortened at a mark of the course, the Finish Line will be between any committee boat flying flag S and the mark.
12.3 Any boat which retires must notify the Race Committee as soon as possible.
13. Time Limit
The time limit will be at the discretion of the Race Officer but will be a minimum of 20 minutes after the first boat finishes. Boats failing to finish within the time limit will be scored Did Not Finish. This changes Rule 35.
14. Protests
14.1 Protests shall be written on the forms available at the Race Office and delivered there within 45 minutes after the time of the last boat’s finish of the last race of the day.
14.2  As an alternative to a full protest meeting, a shorter arbitration process may be offered by the Race Officer. If both parties agree, a 20% place penalty will be offered instead of a disqualification.
14.3 Protests will be heard in the Clubhouse as soon as possible after racing.
15. Scoring
15.1 The Low Point scoring system, as described in Appendix A, will apply. If 4 or more races have been completed, one result shall be excluded. Three races must be completed to constitute a series.
15.2  When no boats complete the full or shortened course for any reason then, at the Race Committee’s discretion, the result of the race may be decided by the order of the boats as they finish the previous round.
16. Prizes
The main prizegiving will take place at the Clubhouse at 1530. Boats still lifting out should send a representative to the Clubhouse.
Certain prizes will be awarded after supper on Saturday evening.
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
